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As a result of our meeting with the State Education Department, NYSAN and the NYSPA Neuropsychology Division are urging all neuropsychologists in the state to supply us with individualized letters describing how the interpreted technician restriction in the 2003 Scope of Practice Act has resulted in the restricted access to care by the population of patients you serve. It is only by providing us with such letters that we will be able to obtain a new interpretation of the Scope of Practice Act that will place much fewer restrictions on technician use in New York. The Associate Commissioner of Education in NY  (Frank Munoz) has informed us that the only way he will overturn the existing interpretation is if neuropsychologists can document with hard numbers how access to care has been restricted. This is why we need your help. 
For your convenience, a template letter is also attached to this email, which describes examples of the type of information that can be included in such a letter. While restricted access to care is a crucial aspect of the letter, feel free to describe other ways in which the technician restriction has affected your practice and/or livelihood. Alternatively, if you are in a situation in which you are exempt from the technician restriction such as the VA system, please write a letter describing how use of a technician has resulted in increased access to care.
